Terms and Conditions of Entry 
 

 Each entry must be entered by the author of the lyrics in accordance with these Terms 
and Conditions of Entry.  

 There are no age limits for entry and no limits on numbers of entry.  

 Competition opens on 31 Mar 2010 and concludes at close of business on 30 Sept 2010.  

 Entries posted after this date will not be accepted. 

 No limits on word numbers have been set, however the poet/lyricist must take into 
account the music provided.  

 Entries must relate to the music provided.   

 In order to ensure anonymity entries should be submitted without the author’s name 
appearing on the work. 

 Each work must have its title clearly shown and must have a separate application form 
attached to it. 

 All entries should be on A4 paper and stapled (but not necessarily typed). 

 Entrants are advised to retain a copy of the poem/lyrics submitted as they will not be 
returned. 

 Each entry must be an original, unpublished work and all entrants agree that their 
entries do not contain any material that infringes the rights of anyone else. 

 The winning entry and nine finalists will be announced at the ‘What Comes First 
Performance Night’ on Friday 5th November. Finalists will be notified 1 week prior to the 
event, as they will have the opportunity to perform their lyrics to the music.  

 This event will be held at the Wheeler Centre from 7.30 pm.  

 All entrants are encouraged to attend and to bring family and friends. Tickets are $20.00 
or $15.00 for concession (including APC Members). Please note, seats are strictly limited 
and will be sold on a first come first served basis.   

 The decision of the judges in relation to any aspect of the competition shall and will be 
final and binding upon every entrant who enters into the competition.  

 No correspondence will be entered into.
